Non-Motorized Transportation Committee

• Established in1996 as a bike path 
subcommittee of the City Planning 
Commission

• Developed Cherry Road Bike Lanes

• Changed name to Non-Motorized 
Transportation Committee, 2004

• Encompasses walking, cycling, skating, 
wheelchair accessible amenities, etc.

• 2007;  Formally established under City 
Ordinance by City Council
