« OAP 2007 Airport Classification System

e Category | — Commercial Service Airports

These airports support some level of scheduled commercial airline service in addition to a full range of general aviation
aircraft. This includes both domestic and international destinations.

» Category Il — Urban General Aviation Airports

These airports support all general aviation aircraft and accommodate corporate aviation activity, including business jets,
helicopters, and other general aviation activity. The primary users are business related and service a large geographic region,
or they experience high levels of general aviation activity.

e Category lll — Regional General Aviation Airports

These airports primarily support most twin and single engine aircraft, may accommodate occasional business jets, and
support regional transportation needs.

» Category IV — Local General Aviation Airports

These airports primarily support single engine, general aviation aircraft, but are capable of accommodating smaller twin-
engine general aviation aircraft. They also support local air transportation needs and special use aviation activities.

» Category V — RAES ( Remote Access / Emergency Servic  e) Airports

These airports primarily support single engine, general aviation aircraft, special use aviation activities, and access to remote
areas or provide emergency service access.

Port of Portland Economic Impact Study Integration

20,005 direct, induced and indirect jobs were gener  ated for residents of the Portland area.
- Of the 20,005, jobs 11,307 were direct jobs, while 5,775 jobs were induced throughout the region to support the purchase of goods
and services by the 20,005 directly dependent employees. An additional 2,924 indirect jobs were generated in the local economy
due to $221.8 million of local purchases by firms directly dependent on the airports.

- $941.1 million of direct, induced and indirect personal income and consumption expenditures were generated in the Portland area
as a result of the airport activity in 2005.

- Over $3.3 billion of business sales were generated by airport activity, including $870 million of business revenue generated by air
cargo activity.

- State and local governments received $95.1 million in tax revenues from activity at the three airports.

- The Federal Government received $220.0 million in airport-specific taxes from activity at Portland International Airport.
